Books of the month
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Travelling Well by Steven Croft and Stephen
Cottrell. Church House Publishing, 2003

The authors’ names give confidence (Stephen Cottrell is Bishop of Reading, and Steve Croft is head
of Fresh Expressions) and the book opens at page after page of encouragement — ‘change for the
better’ might be the subtitle — in relationships with people and above all with God. For this is an
outer and an inner journey: a practical, inviting guide to travel in good company.

For many, the key use will be applying faith to daily life: using the gifts we have, encouraging others
to believe in their own gifts, and being able to make this journey together. There are practical
helpful ideas, enormous encouragement, prayers, readings, poetry, and illustrations — the senses are
brought into play, so that prayer is fresh and our understanding is enlarged.

“The church is never a place, but always a people; never a fold, but always a flock; never a sacred
building, but always a believing assembly. The Church is you who pray, not where you pray. A
structure of brick and marble can no more be a Church than your clothes of serge or satin can be
you.” (anon)

These words could never be said too often: that this book included them as the opening to a
chapter called ‘Travelling Together’ really illustrates the authors’ themes and intentions. | have
found it a stimulating read, a book that | shall keep close at hand, ready to lend to others, and to re-




inspire my own thinking. Like a glass of cool spring water on a hot day, it has the quality of lifting the
spirits, and of re-energising the soul, with an unforced clarity that will continue to delight.

John Barton, What is the Bible? SPCK 2009
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contemporary Anglicanism are mostly caused by rushing past these questions as if they did not
exist.

John Barton, Professor of the Interpretation of Holy Scripture at Oxford University, has written a
sympathetic, wise and unthreatening book on these questions. Now published in a third edition, it
deserves to be widely known and read by thoughtful Christians. The whole gamut of topics
provoked by the Bible receives insightful coverage ¢ everything from how the Bible came into
being, how internal unity and diversity can be detected, how constructive biblical criticism
enhances a realistic reading of the text, and how inspiration and authority can be defined within
the envelope of a vibrant and energetic Christian faith for our own times.

Those who suspect that sexism is alive and well in the Bible will find food for thought here. Those
who worry about Biblical faith and politics will find raw material to nourish their thinking.

This book is a book to have by you at all times. David Stancliffe says in the
preface “the material here is selected and arranged on the conviction that you learn to pray not by
reading books about praying, but by actually praying. Like doing anything else, we learn by doing it
ourselves...and that means praying with your fellow Christians through the ages from the time of
Christ to the present.”




The book begins with ‘Prayers all Christians pray’ — Our Father, the Apostles’ Creed, The Beatitudes
and so forth. Then there is a pattern for daily prayer for each day of the week. Then follow the
Eucharist, the Christian Year, Sacramental Themes and Prayer through the Ages, with a final coda of
quick prayers.

This is also an ideal Confirmation gift.

David Stancliffe SPCK 2003 £11.99 (rrp £12.99)

From the Foreword by Dr Rowan Williams: ‘This enormously readable and
attractive book offers new perspectives on all sorts of things, from the
importance of singing to the theology of ordained ministry . It is a fine refresher
course for any Christian, and a very good book to put into the hands of anyone
who wonders what sort of difference it makes to your life to be a baptized
believer. Vivid analogies abound, unexpected insights on familiar things and stories; we are
introduced into a wonderfully large and abundant world. Here is Christian faith and practice
presented not as a scheme or rule to follow but as, simply, life in the new creation.’

Newman’s Unquiet Grave: The Reluctant Saint

.. +® John Henry Newman was the most eminent English-speaking Christian thinker and
‘i} .4 writer of the past two hundred years. James Joyce hailed him the 'greatest’ prose
MBS stylist of the Victorian age.

A problematic campaign to canonise Newman started fifty years ago. After many delays John Paul Il
declared him a 'Venerable'. Then Pope Benedict XVI, a keen student of Newman’s works, pressed for
his beatification. But was Newman a 'Saint'? In Newman's Unqet Gravelohn Cornwell (author of A
Thief in the Nighand | A (0 f S NtElisithe st@yL.d&he chequered attempts to establish Newman's
sanctity against the background of major developments within Catholicism. His life was marked by
personal feuds, self-absorption, accusations of professional and artistic narcissism, hypochondria,
and same-sex friendships that at times bordered on the apparent homo-erotic.

John Cornwell investigates the process of Newman's elevation to sainthood to present a highly
original and controversial new portrait of the great man's life and genius for a new generation of
religious and non-religious readers alike.

Gazabeneath the bombs

The Israeli offensive in Gaza was described by Amnesty international as '22 days
of death and destruction'. Sharyn Lock's eyewitness account brings home the
horror of life in Gaza beneath the bombs.

Sharyn went to the Gaza strip with the Free Gaza Movement, thinking the
greatest danger she faced was making it past the Israeli sea blockade in a fishing
boat, but soon after her arrival Israel attacked Gaza's 1.5 million inhabitants by
land, air and sea. With others from the International Solidarity Movement,
Sharyn volunteered with Palestinian ambulances, assisting them as they faced overwhelming civilian
casualties. Her candid and dramatic blogs from Gaza gave the world an insight into the conflict that
the mainstream media - unable to enter Gaza - couldn't provide.

Gaza: Beneath the Bombs provides a view of Gaza difficult to glimpse from outside - of a people who
face their oppression not only with courage but with humour.

OF THE CROSS  (1542-91) achieved greatness on two counts; in the realm of spirituality, as a
R mystic; in literature, as a poet. He stands at a high peak in the mystical tradition

. of the Christian west. The Mystical Doctor of The Roman Catholic Church, he is
aIso regarded by many as one of the greatest lyrical poets that Spain has ever produced. To
understand and explore his work, both sides of his achievement must be examined.

In this book, Peter Tyler shows how the roots of the Western mystical tradition go very deep and the
discovery of Dionysius profoundly altered the direction of this tradition. Here is as clear an
exposition as it is possible to find of the life and teachings of the diminutive Carmelite Friar whose
influence has been so very profound.

The second book launch was for Climate and Christ, by Sarum Visiting Scholar Edward Echlin,
ecological theologian.

Climate and Christ, Edward Echlin Columba 2010

Climate

Christ Climate and Christlescribes what climate change is and how it happens, and
suggests ways in which ordinary people can help to mitigate it. It also describes the
process of evolution, and proposes that Christian ecology must henceforth integrate
evolution. A chapter on Jesus Christ discusses Jesus’ own ecology, from birth to
resurrection, including the ‘agrarian’ Jewish ethos which he inherited and lived in his
own alternative itinerant lifestyle, preparing and preaching the kingdom. A final chapter makes
suggestions for our own ‘prophetic alternative’ lifestyles inspired by Christ. This includes the
principles of local sustainability, and an agrarian economics not predicated on everlasting ‘growth’,
because we have reached the end of earth’s biocapacity. We henceforth need alternative lifestyles
of quality, earth care, and sharing. Edward Echlin practices what he preaches and grows vegetables
and 90 varieties of fruits in his garden in East Sussex.

Taylor takes on Pullman

Have you read Pullman’s Good man Jesus and the Scoundrel Christ? Author and Church of England
clergyman GP Taylor has spoken against Pullman’s attacks on the church on radio and TV. His new
book YHWH the flood ¢ the fish and the giant is a fast —paced novel based on Bible stories. “It is
estimated that 90% of children and young people in this country are Biblically illiterate” said Taylor.
“Even classic tales such as David and Goliath, Samson and Jonah are very much unknown. Yet,
much of our language is based on Biblical quotations and rooted in the Bible — and next year is the
400™ anniversary of the Bible in English”. YHWH the Flood ¢ the Fish & the Giant is an adaptation of
some of the greatest stories ever told rewritten for the Harry Potter generation. “This book is going
head to head with the one by Philip Pullman”, says Taylor, “so it should be interesting and a lively
