For postgraduate courses, a bursary for up to 50% of the course academic fees (excluding hospitality costs) may be applied for in each academic year.

For spiritual direction courses, a bursary for up to 50% course fees may be applied for in each academic year.

For short courses, bursaries against named short courses up to £150 may be applied for in each academic year.

The bursaries are limited in number annually, so an application does not guarantee an award. Applications will be considered monthly in the order that we receive them. 

Although no applicant is precluded from being eligible for funding, we will give special consideration to:
1. those receiving benefits;
2. those who are of Global Majority Heritage/Black, Asian, and Minority Ethnic group(s);
3. those under the age of 30;
4. people with disabilities;
5. those who are not seeking ordination in a congregational setting; 

Applications may be made throughout the academic year but must be in advance of the payment of fees for your course. No payments will be made directly to the applicant, but bursaries will be applied internally against the course costs.
